Summary of the Minutes of the Annual General Meeting of

Hemerocallis Europa on14-07-2007 in Walsrode (Germany)

Top 1 – 5 are concerned with formalities around opening of the meeting, appointment of a meeting moderator (Christina Tamberg) and keeper of the minutes (Gabriele Ahlemeyer), determination of the Agenda and determination of the members present. All was in order and the meeting was able to make decisions according to the constitution.

Top 6 Presidents Report.

A few subjects are reviewed and discussed:

- An out of season meeting as the one in 2006 proved may not be a feasible option .

- Waterman Awards 2006 have been communicated to the respective breeders

- The Newsletter has changed significantly; due to distribution per e-mail production and mailing costs have gone down considerably.

- Seeds distribution remains a very successful activity

- Park der Gaerten (Bad Zwischenahn) received AHS Display Garden status.

- Constitution changes approved in 2004 have been entered and became effective immediately

- International daylily contacts need to be maintained with a view to promoting HE and its activities

Top 7 Treasurers Report

The treasurer had prepared a financial statement that was checked and approved by the treasury supervisor Frank Brauner. A copy may be requested form Gabriele Ahlemeyer.

Top 8 Relief of the Board and Treasurer.

The meeting is requested to relieve the board and treasurer of their duties pertaining to the business year 2006-2007.

Top 9 Waterman Award

As a result of previous problems with selecting and nominating suitable cultivars for the Waterman Award Volker Lettmann formalized the selecting and nominating procedures.

Ultimately five cultivars were nominated: ‘Ballerina on Ice’, ‘First Knight’, ‘Skinwalker’, ‘Taos’, ‘Ultimate Perfection’.

Upon the final vote, ‘Taos’ received 11 out of 23 votes.

Top 10 Motions

1. HE-Summer Meetings are to be kept in conjunction with daylily bloom season. Location and dates are to be proposed by the board.

Motion carried.

2. The HE board may spend up to € 250 annually to support activities focusing on promotion of daylilies, without having to seek permission of the members. Fundings larger than € 250 will need to be approved by the AGM.

Motion carried

3. The constitution provides for a supervisory counsel (presently consisting of Tomas Tamberg and Juerg Plodeck).

The meeting suggest to undertake to inactivate this item in the constitution.

Motion carried.

Top 11 Any Other Business

Several subjects were brought on the table for discussion.

- Newsletter and Website: contents of the discussion self evident.

- Subjects like “Park der Gärten”, evaluation gardens, membership development, promoting European daylilies were carried over to be discussed together with the members of Fachgruppe Hemerocallis of the GdS.

- The seeds distribution has so far been “manned” by Hanne and Karl Rupp; they have indicated to be looking at handing it over to someone else. Monika Gruner-Mittag has declared to be willing to take this activity over.

- The meeting insists that the Dream Weaver software that was purchased to support development of the HE website should either be returned and/or sold onward with a view to having some sort of return for this large investment that is now unused.

Top 12 Venue

The summer meeting 2008 is planned in Ulm and will be organized by Gerd Oellermann.

In 2009 Christina and Tomas Tamberg have kindly invited us to Berlin and 2010 will see us in Holland, preferably together with the Dutch Daylily Society.
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
